    The Schlumberger group itself employs around 55'000 people worldwide -with around 600 separate sites in over 100 countries, including Antarctica, Brazil, China, Israel, Japan, Mexico, Nigeria, the Russian Federation, United States and Venezuela. 

    My day-to-day work was basically a NUTS job - providing Administration for three NT servers (two NT 4.0 and one NT 3.5.1) providing services including File and Print Sharing, Web Server, Exchange Server, Firewall Software, Data Security Systems and one development server with associated support. 
    The web server in particular was treated as a production server - over 1000 users worldwide needed to download regular software updates from this site. The website I was responsible for averages around 121500 hits per year.

IIS V4/5, Exchange Server 5.5, Arc Serve 6.61, Jetform, SMS 2.0 and SQL Server 7.0, 
My main projects, or achievements were:
